This Society was organized in 1868, under a charter from the State
of New York.

Its objects and plans are for the advancement of the science of Me-
dical Jurisprudence, by the collection, and preservation, and diffusion
of useful knowledge in that science ; and it promises to rank as one of
the most useful and efficient of institutions.

Such persons only as are in good standing in either the medical or
legal profession, are eligible to Membership. Any persons who shall, by
medico-legal, or medical, or legal contributions to the Society, or by a
joint certificate of three resident members, furnish evidence of eminence
in their professions, are eligible to Corresponding Membership. Physici-
ans and lawyers of recognized eminence in their respective professions,’
whether resident or non-resident, are eligible to Honorary Membership.
The number of Honorary members is limited to twenty, and is equally
divided between the two professions.

The Society already numbers among its members many gentlemen
of high scientific and professional attainments, as well as social position,
both in this city and elsewhere, and it has for its Honorary and Corres-
ponding members gentlemen of the highest scientific and professional
reputation in their respective professions.
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Among the measures at present contemplated, or in operation by
the Society, are the following :

i. A collection of all standard and authentic works and books of
reference in the English, French, and German Languages relating to
Medical Jurisprudence, to be deposited and kept for public use, under
proper regulations.

2. Stated meet ings which are held on theTourth Thursday ofevery
month, (June, July, August, and September excepted,) for the report
ofautopsies and exhibition of specimens connected with Medical Juris-
prudence, with conversational discussions, personal experiences, &c.;
and special meetings wdien ordered. These meetings are practically
open and free to the public.

3. The Society's proceedings are published periodically, and are
furnished to all its members, and sent in exchange to kindred institu-
tions in all countries. They contain, at length, most of the papers
read before the Society, and are, in some instances, illustrated by
charts, drawings, and engravings.

4. Correspondence with scientific and professional gentlemen and
others calculated to increase the extent and usefulness of the know-
ledge of Medical Jurisprudence.

5. Aiding and assisting courts when requested in eliciting the truth
in questions arising in Medical Jurisprudence.

Contributions in aid of these several projects, will be thankfully
received and acknowledged ; also, specimens, charts, drawings, engrav-
ings, phamphlets, and works of reference, reports of trials, inquests,
and medical cases, and papers, and communications, and recent, and
interesting information on topics of interest to the Society from all part 3

of the world, as well as means to promote the objects of the Society.

The number of resident and non-resident members, at present,
is 250.
