At-
que hoc didium volo, ne quis ah aliis fallatur, qui privati fui quaftus gratia Commentitia h<ec fub nomine meo divulgarint ; which is, 1 advifo thee (courteous Reader) that
thefe Pills are faithfully prepared by me in Edinburgh ; and this Caution I give, left any Ihould be deceived by covetous People, who, for their own Lucre Sake,
would pretend to vend their Counterfeits under my Name. And in the next Paragraph, the Dodlor, fpeaking of the Pills, has thefe Words, viz. Proeterea per decemium
el ultra confervari pofje ; which is, Moreover they will keep Ten Years and upwards. As great Numbers of ignorant covetous People counterfeit this Medicine, I
thought fit to infert this Proof, to put it out of all Doubt of my having the only true Receipt of Dr. Anderfon' s Scots Pills by lineal Succeffion. Nothing can be a greater
Proof of the Excellency of the Medicine, than its being taken by many Gentlemen of the Faculty, The late celebrated Phyfician Sir Edward Hulfe, Bart, took it
often; and was pleafed to give Mr. Inglijh a Certificate wrote by his own Hand, ftrongly recommending it as an excellent Family Medicine, as prepared by the foie
Proprietor James Inglifh, which Certificate he is willing to fhew to any Gentleman or Lady that is defirous of feeing it.

k 1. They exceedingly comfort and ftrengthen the Stomach ; they reftore the loft Appetite; they purge Choler and Melancholy, but chiefly Phlegm, and waterifli
Matter; they cleanfe the fame of all putrid, grofs, and thick Humours ; they comfort the Entrails, open Obftruclions, and difperfe all the Pains of thofe Parts.

11. They ftrengthen the Head, and all the Senfes, but chiefly thofe of Hearing and Sight, whofe Weaknefs and Pain they remove. They cure Giddiness and Me-
grim : And, as they comfort and purge the Stomach, fo they do the like both to Head and Heart; and have this excellent Faculty, that bring mixed with other
Phyfick, they correct its Malignity, and make it unhurtful to the Stomach; and are therefore to be preferred to all other gentle and eafy Medicines.

111. They are wonderfully helpful to all Difeafes of the Womb and other Maladies belonging to Women, that proceed from Coldnefs, by Chance, or Conftitution ;

for they fafelyand eafily purge and empty the Belly, without Pain or Gripings, and carry out by their proper Paffages, all thofe vicious Humours, and other Dregs, that
are (lopped in a Woman after Delivery. They are alfo of great Ufe againft Barrennefs that proceeds from Uncleannefs of the Wofhb, and cleanfe Women from their
White Flux, and lb fit and enable them for Conception. They may be alfo taken by Women with Child, for the gentle Eafeing of their Bellies, without any Hazard
of mifearrying at all; One every Night after Supper.

IV. They kill all Worms that are bred in the Bellies of Children, of big-bellied Women that are coftive, and of Men ; nor can any body that frequently ufes thefe
Pills, breed any Worms at all.

1 V. And if in Women with Child the Belly be bound (which often happens) you muft have a fpecial Care, that in Time of her Labour, the great Guts, being
extended with Excrements, do not augment her Pains in Travail: To avoid which, it is my Advice, that, in fuch Cafes, you have always ready fome of thefe Pills;
efpecially feeing neither Ciyfters nor Suppofitories are fo convenient, becaufe they trouble and irritate thefe lower Places about the Womb, which may caufe Abortion:
Thefe Pills, even in the Time of Delivery (as has been obferved by many) taken in a GJafs of Wine and Water, have afforded great Help without any Danger.1 VI. They gently purge, and throw out by Stool, all Choler that is feated in the Stomach and Entrails ; therefore they are to be given to thofe who are afflicted with
the Head-ach, by reafon of the noifome Vapours that continually afeend thereto from the Stomach. And for the fame Reafon, they are to be given to thofe that are

■ Blear-eyed, and to thofe who by Redundance of Choler are continually thirfty, and have their Mouth and Tongue always dry, and find a Heat and Loathing, with
an Overturning in their Stomachs : They are, moreover, to be given to thofe that are unnaturally pale, and who have Need to be cleared of fuperfluous Humours of
the Body.

VII. They likewife prevent many Difeafes, and the Corruption of the Food; and wonderfully defend the Body againft Surfeits in Eating and Drinking, which
moft frequently after Sleep) beget corrupt and crude Humours; and fo are a Sovereign Help in cafe of the Stone, Gravel, Scurvy, Cholick, Dropfy, Green-Sicknefs,
and Pally -, One every Night. In Dropfical and Feverifh Habits they often operate by Urine and Sweat.

VIII. If the Head, fubjedl to Defluxions, is affefiled by a watery and fuming Stomach, which threatens the joints with a Deluge, thefe Pills will flop their Courfe;
'and we are affured, by that famous Phyfician, that they who ufe thefe Pills frequently, will be free from the Gout, and all other Difeafes of the Joints, as alfo from
inward and outward Rheumatifms, which occafion tormenting Pains. For by thefe Pills the daily Crudities and Superfluities of the Meat being carried into the Sink
of the Belly, they cannot harm the Joints at all, nor create Difeafes which (otherwife) could not be avoided ; whilft the more noble Parts, being oppreffed therewith,
would not be able, for their own Prefervation, to difeharg0 them into the bafer Parts of the Body. •

IX. They are alfo Angularly ufeful to ail Sea-faring Perfons , efpecially in long Voyages ; wherein (by frequent Experience) it hath appeared, that fuch as have taken
i, 2, or 3 of the Pills at Night, have not only been kept from Cojiivenefs (which is the Caufe of moji Difeafes at Sea) but have likewife been preferved from Scurvies,
Pejiilential Fevers, and feveral other Malignant Dijiempers , fo frequent in Foreign Countries ; into which others, at the fame Time (either not having or neglecting the
Ufe of thefe Pills) have fallen.

X. You may ufe them at your Pleafure, whether late or early, or any Hour of the Day, before Meat, or after Meat; but being taken after Supper, they defend the
Head (as before obferved) from thofe Vapours and Fumes that afeend to it in the Night. They may be taken at any Time, without Confinement, or Hindrance of
Bufinefs. The Dofe is from Two to Four, according as the Conftitution is. Some Perfons of weak Conftitutions that are eafy to purge, need take but One going
to Bed at Night, and that Three or Four Times a Month, or Week, as Neceffity, or the Temper of the Body (hall require. They do not give many Stools, neither
do rhey work violently nor fuddenly : They begin to purge aboutTwelve Hours after they are taken ; fometimes in fhorter or longer Time, according to the Dif-
pofition of the Stomach and Body. And they may be taken without any fpecial Care of Rules in Diet, whether in Summer or Winter, in Froft or warm Weather,
without any Inconveniency enfuing thereupon.

XI. They are fo eafy and innocent in Operation, that they may be given to Children, and decrepid old Men, and that moft fafely. And delicate Perfons who arc
not much ufed to Labour, and others who cannot away with other Purgatives, may eafily fwallow down thefe. They are Securities from moft Difeafes, have a
friendly Effed on the nobleft Entrails of the Body, and are fo wholefome and of lo general Ufe, and fo much known and approved in thefe Nations, that Wie
(who have once tried the fame, and found the good Effeds thereof) will willingly want them, when they ftand in Need ofPhyfick, but will be careful
for all fudden Accidents; which, if fuffered through the Negled of thefe Pills to take Rooting, will not afterwards be eafily* re moved. In a Word, h<r
to live a long Life and healthful, if (every Night) he takes One of thefe Pills after Supper, will foon find the Benefit of them.
