N. B.—In all these cases, mileage, subsequent treatment,
&ec., are charged separately, according to the regulations
laid down above. Badness of the roads, inclemency of the
weather, and trouble in the attendance, justify extra charges.
This fee-bill, being founded on a due consideration of the
services rendered to the afflicted, and the anxiety and labor
incurred by the practitioner, your Committee would urge the
necessity of aa universal adoption of its regulations by the
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practitoners in this County.  Your Committee would also
recommend that it shall be obligatory for every member of
this Saciety, to make the charges, and all the entries in his
account book, in accordance with those contained in the above
table. In any case, however, where the patient is unable to
pay the full amount, a deduction may be made at the pay-
ment of the bill.
