ginia or Maryland, at any time from the beginning of hostilities to the Ist of No-
vember 1862, have been duly exchanged, and are hereby so declared.

2. All Confederate officers and men who have been delivered at Aikin’s landing
on Jamesriver, at any time previous to the. 11th of November 1862, have been duly
exchanged, and are hereby so declared.

3. All Confederate officers and men who have been delivered at Vicksburg, Mis-
sissippi,previous to the Ist of November 1862, and including said date, have been
duly exchanged, and are hereby so declared.
