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PREFACE.
Since a wide variety of Japanese medical documents of high intelligence

value are being captured in ever increasing volume, the need for a more
comprehensive dictionary of medical terms for the use of military
translators has become apparent. The modern Japanese medical language
has obtained most of its terminology from literal translations of Greek,
Latin and German technical terms which have been superimposed upon
a plethora of ambiguous Chinese and archaic Japanese medical terms.
While the majority of modern Japanese medical terms are literal trans-
lations from other languages, a translator who does not have extensive
medical training, finds it almost impossible to identify the original terms
by a literal translation into English of the characters used by the
Japanese.

This work is the compilation of terms encountered in captured
documents, translated and classified as to character radicals and numbers
according to the system found in UEDA’S DAIJITEN. Wherever
possible, doubtful terms have been checked with Japanese medical
prisoners. A number of chemical, anatomical, entymological and
biological terms have been included. The emphasis, however, is upon
purely medical terms.

A section containing the English transliteration of Japanese pharma-
ceuticals mostly written in KANA, has been included. All of these terms
are spelled as encountered in the captured documents, and it should be
noted that the phonetic spelling of many drugs as found on drug labels
and dispensary inventories often differs from what otherwise might be
considered standard.

Characters are indexed in sequence under the 214 radicals. All radicals
are included, although no compounds appear under some of them.
Radical numbers are printed at the top of each page and the selected
characters under each radical bear the DAIJITEN number in sequence.
Some characters having no number and not to be found in UEDA have
been included. These appear in proper sequence under their radicals
according to the number of strokes. The phonetic equivalent of each
individual character, its compounds and their definitions are listed.

The type faces and a size of type, larger than that normally found in
dictionaries, have been selected deliberately as a consensus of the
suggestions of ATIS translators, in an effort to minimize the eyestrain
which is an ever present fatigue factor.

While not exhaustive, this publication does nevertheless contain several
thousand medical and related terms of value to the military translator,
not hitherto found in any single dictionary. It is inevitable in the
production of a dictionary of this type that errors will occur, and all copy
holders are requested to forward notations of any errors discovered direct
to AXIS, SWPA, so that errata sheets may be issued.

In some cases, the same name may be
spelled two ways ; thus, both AMPERU and AMPEA may stand for
"Ampere,” Since the Japanese attempt to reproduce the pronuncia-
tion of a name according to the nationality of the individual, ** Marchand ''

spelled MARUHIYANTO imitates the German pronunciation, whereas
